June Speaker: Dr.Joseph Arditti 

Ethnobotany and Orchids 

 

Joseph Arditti received his Ph. D. from USC in 1965 and joined the faculty at the 

UC, Irvine, in 1966, serving as a professor there for 35 years.  He devoted his entire 

career to research on orchids before retiring in 2001 to become Professor of Biology 

Emeritus.  Dr. Arditti is the author of many scientific papers and popular articles.  

He is the founding editor of Orchid Biology, Reviews and Perspectives, and has 

written several books on orchids:  Fundamentals of Orchid Biology, Factors 

Affecting the Germination of Orchid Seeds, Micropropagation of Orchids, and 

Biology of Vanda Miss Joaquim, the ultimate book on Singapore's national flower.  

He is a frequent speaker to orchid societies. 

 

His talk will focus on the wide variety of ways in which orchids are used around the 

world.  Be sure to come to hear how different peoples have included orchids in their 

culture.  We are sure to learn about new properties of the orchid!
